Clinical Director and practice manager.

Out of Hours Emergencies

As pet owners we know only too well how distressing it is when your pet suddenly
becomes unwell. Getting the best care quickly is paramount. When we are closed we
have subscribed to Vets Now Preston to provide you with emergency care.

As a three vet practice covering emergencies 24 hours per day, 7 days a week is not
feasible. It would result in exhausted vets who were either off or too tired during the
day! In subscribing to Vets Now we know that your pet is being looked after by
dedicated out of hours vets and nurses. They can be contacted when we’re closed on
01772378764. Equally, if your pet needs continued veterinary care when we are closed,
Vets Now are able to monitor your pet overnight, or over the weekend at their clinic.




Our Services

Preventative Medicine Annual vaccinations, flea and wormers are essential for your pet’s health. As
time passes the fleas and worms adjust to preventative medicine and develop to overcome the product.
This means that the pharmaceutical industry must stay one step ahead! Our vets and nurses have
regular training to make sure that they are aware of such issues and which products will be the most
effective. A regular good quality flea and wormer has many benefits to you pet and your family! Our
team is always happy to advise. If you struggle to collect a flea and wormer we have a scheme where
we can deliver the products to your door.

We recommend regular weigh ins. We’ll keep a record of your pet’s weight — pop in whenever you’re
walking past.

Pet Food Just like people a good diet is very important for your pet’s health. We are always happy to
provide advice about diets. We stock a range of Hill’s Vet Essential and prescription diets. A prescription
diet can be recommended to help with a particular problem such as joint pain, a sensitive stomach, or
dental problems.

Diagnostics We have a variety of in-house digital blood and digital urine analysis equipment. This means
that we can get results within hours rather than waiting for them to be returned from an external lab.
There are things that need to be sent away, we have excellent relationships with specialist veterinary
laboratories.

Quiet kennels In addition to our regular kennels we have additional quiet glass fronted kennels. These
are particularly good for timid cats or small furry pets that wish to have peace and quiet away from the
hustle and bustle of the other in patients.

Imaging We can perform comprehensive imaging in-house. We have a digital x-ray and a modern
ultrasound scanner with which our vets can carry out ultrasound scans of internal organs including the

heart and liver. Our vets have attended training in the interpretation of complex scans.

Surgery We have highly competent and experienced surgeons. We are able to offer complex surgical
techniques such as fracture and cruciate repairs.

Keyhole Surgery We have invested in equipment and training to perform laparoscopic (keyhole) bitch
spays. We were the first in the region to offer this. Performing this keyhole involves only two 6mm
incisions and is much less painful with a faster recovery. See our leaflet or website for further details.
